So many of my homies are and have 
been in gangs. And in every neighborhood I've lived in, from all Mexican to all Black, have been infested in gangs; 
Especially the Mexican neighborhoods. It's very sad to see so many young people throwing their life away. But what 
happens is we grow up with so much pain that it becomes a part of how we live. We just don't feel right unless we're 
angry, or fighting, or hurting. It's what we've been used to since the beginning.   But the truth is gangs are destroying 
the lives of people that are in them. Gangs also seperate communities and very often seperate the people that are in 
them. When you're young, thats the time to learn all the good things in life. If it's crazy at the house, cool, you spend 
all day in school, so learn from there. School may be boring but it exercises your brain and it makes it stronger and 
stronger, able to learn at higher and higher levels. As long as you study and pass to the next level, your mind's 
capacity to learn increases. The higher the level in school,  the higher your ability to do great in life. But gang 
members have a life that mostly distracts them from the right path. The majority of them aren't interested in what a 
teacher is saying. They begin to get into foolish things, like being concerned of who their enemies are and gang 
related activity; Activity that does nothing for a good life. They get taught to hate others who may be rivals and it 
escalates and sometimes people lose lives. When this happens, it becomes deeper and more personal. And it all 
started when they were just  innocent  kids getting taught  to throw a gang sign.    Our people could be all  over 
American radio, all over the movie theaters, all over American television, all over the White House, and many more 
positive places but you see such a lack of our people. We lose so many of our hopes and dreams to gangs. I'm not 
saying  everyone  is  getting  killed,  I'm just  saying  that  so  many  great  hopes  are  getting  killed.  So  many  great 
husbands, fathers, mothers, coaches, athletes, stars, never got a chance to become those things.    And look man, I 
know that I was hard headed as a youngster and it's hard for me to expect you to listen. But all I ask is please stop 
teaching your little brothers, sisters, cousins, nephews, or anyone who's too young to know how that life will ruin 
their life. Don't throw your signs around them, talk to them about gang ethics because they'll naturally pick up on 
that and think it's cool. For some reason kids feel a joy in making signs with their hands. I think it makes them feel 
smart or something. But once they start doing that, it sets them up for failure. My son is seven and likes to throw up 
the duece sign. I see it in the pictures that my wife sends me. So on our last visit I told him that some day he'll see 
someone throwing up more than the duece sign. It will be gang signs and those are things you never want your 
fingers to make. We had a long talk because I know how cool other kids can make that stuff look. And man, I hate to 
make it sound so bad but it is. It destroys lives. So with all that said, and said with all my respect, we have to do our 
part in keeping this stuff off of our site. If we openly allow gang signs and references, it's like we're supporting it. So 
please don't hate us for caring about you. The Bible says never correct a fool or they'll hate you for it. I'm not trying 
to correct anyone, I'm just trying to help our people.
